Conference Call

November 5, 2007, 3 p.m. EST

Chair Carty announced that Sunny Kim is interested in joining the committee; she can’t participate today but will contact the chair. Also, Ann Houston has expressed an interest in coming aboard.

Suzanne Miller volunteered to record for the ALA midwinter NISO meeting. Dianne asked members attending the annual ALA conference to let her know if they will have any conflicts with the Monday a.m. NISO committee meeting time.

Updates: Karen Wetzel (NISO): Karen drew attention to the PDFs and Word documents that were sent out with the agenda: the Statement of Work, for the NISO Data Dictionary and NISO Standards and Guidelines. Karen asked if members had found any omissions or errors; the documents were okay as distributed. Print-ready copy will allow for better access. Mary Downs asked about the public’s role in dissemination; how are emails in the response to be managed? Dianne said that responses would go to a list rather than to individuals. New timelines for committee members should be ready soon, at the latest by midwinter ALA.

Performance Indicators (Martha Kyrillidou): Performance indicators should be ready by December 12 if not before. Martha and others mentioned SUSHI (NISO Standardized Usage Statistics Harvesting Initiative) as a referent for what we are going. The question was put as to how NISO can or should relate to ISO; Denise Davis and others noted that we can point to an ISO standard and affirm it as the NISO standard, with or without modification. Another member brought up ISO 11620: performance measurement for libraries. Do we need an amplification or amendment of this ISO standard? The group was not sure. There appears to be a need for a working group to review the ISO standard. It is likely that the ISO 11620 will be okay, but US-specifics may be needed.  Karen Wetzel will distribute to the group an item on what the Business Information Topic Committee meeting on December 12, wants our group to consider. Dianne asked us to establish a December 7 deadline for submission of comments and evaluations. A November 16 feedback will be needed for the performance indicators.

Vote/Edit work: We will vote at ALA midwinter and annual with comments and edits in between. Edits collected at other times will need to be added. The Data Dictionary will be up and working by December at the NISO website; once it is up, we will be able to add our comments to it.
