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ANSI-NISO Z39.7 Standing Committee Minutes

Dianne Carty greeted participants.
Agenda Item 1. Attendees introduced themselves.
Attendees agreed to the agenda as presented.
Agenda Item 2. William Miller agreed to take minutes at the next meeting of the committee.
Agenda Item 3.  Carty initiated a discussion of the wiki and its future. She reported that there has been no action on this and asked if the wiki should be continued.  Buzz Haughton suggested that the wiki be retained for a longer test of its effectiveness.   Miller agreed. Carty agreed to put instructions for how to log on up on the NISO site.  The group concurred that it is “too early to pull the plug.”
Agenda Item 4.  Karen Wetzel provided an update from NISO.

(1) The data dictionary is up and working.  Wetzel thanked committee members for their patience. She also announced that there is a way to accomplish the editing.  The edits can be made under “continuing maintenance.”  She reminded everyone that this is a growing and dynamic document.

(2) Wetzel distributed instructions for editing. She reminded everyone that when one uses the “WYSIWIG edit content” page they should remember to “save changes” by clicking at the lower right hand corner of the page.
(3) Wetzel described the protocol for changes. Voting by the committee members will take place at ALA Midwinter and Annual conferences.  Proposed changes will be discussed at the meetings, the votes, will be taken and then (and only then) the editing process will be finalized.  An editor will make the editing permanent.
(4) Wetzel stated that the public can look at the changes and at the log of changes.  There is an archive that will be updated twice per year so that the archive is manageable.  Community awareness, Wetzel said, is done by a newsletter, journal, and the web.  She stated that the new website, available since April 2008, will enable thanks to be made more obvious to the viewer (user).  Miller suggested that press releases be send about major changes.
Agenda Item 5.
Carty led an item-by-item discussion of the edits Z39.7 and the assigning of tasks by committee members.  Notes below correspond to item number on the Grid dated 14-Jan-08. It was decided that Wetzel would take care of the technical issues regarding links, etc.  
(1) Clarification of this item should include the purpose of the standard and a statement that items are defined at the most granular level; libraries may decide to use it at whatever level the deem appropriate.

(15) There is a definition needed for 3.3; this can be derived from the NCES survey per Davis.

(16) A statement about digital archives should be included; originally books were deparated from digital records.

(22) Wetzel will take care of the technical issue.

(23) Davis will follow up on the meaning of the comment.

(32) Davis and John Bertot are to update on public libraries .

(33) Blixrud will provide links to different projects.

(34) Carty to ask Sosnowski to provide a document outlining what to consider with regard to this item.
